 Submissions will be evaluated by the JSJBF IBC Committee on the basis of the same criteria used by the Blues Foundation: 1) Musical Performance; 2) Audio Quality of Presentation; 3) Cover Art and Design and 4) Credits and Liner Information.

 If you are interested in submitting an entry in this portion of the IBC competition, please send your letter of interest (and your 2009-2010 band dues for the Sept 1, 2009-Aug 31, 2010 time period if they are not already paid), together with a copy of your CD for consideration to Gene Iadanza, 952 Sycamore Ave., Tinton Falls, NJ, 07724, JSJBF IBC Chairman and a separate copy to Pat Arochas JSJBF IBC Co-chairman, 14 Sand Piper Drive, South Amboy, NJ 08879 on/or before Monday, September 14, 2009 ( We have to use an earlier deadline then the October 31 Blues Foundation cutoff to give the committee time to listen and evaluate the submissions and choose it’s representative).
